Hearing Aid Awareness Week Promotes Hearing Instrument Technology

He went on to say, “It is important that people know of the great strides hearing instrument technology has made in recent years.” He cited advances in digital computer technology, improved identification of sound direction, more cosmetically appealing products and improved fidelity of sound in different listening environments.
